The reality is,
the things of this earth—whether it’'s money, status, or
possessions—can be stolen, lost, or destroyed. But the
treasures we store up in heaven, such as our relation-
ship with God, our love for others, and the way we live
according to His will, are eternal and unshakable.




This passage challenges us to reflect on where we in-
vest our time, energy, and resources. Are we focused on
the things that matter for eternity, or are we distracted by
the things that ultimately don't satisfy? Are we laying up
treasures on earth, or are we seeking God’s kingdom
above all else?

As you go through your week, take some time to re-
flect on what you are truly valuing. Jesus calls us to
seek the things that last—not the fleeting possessions of
this world, but the eternal treasures that come from liv-
ing faithfully for Him. Our hearts follow what we treas-
ure, and when we invest in what matters most to God,
we begin to store up treasures that will never fade away.

Let’s take this opportunity to realign our hearts with
God’s will, focusing on what truly matters and seeking
His kingdom first. When we do this, we begin to build a
life full of lasting joy, peace, and purpose that no earthly
treasure could ever provide.
